Access control

4.3
Operation

If the UE is a member of at least one Access Class which corresponds to the permitted classes as signalled over the air interface, and the Access Class is applicable in the serving network, access attempts are allowed. Otherwise access attempts are not allowed except in the case described in section 4.3.1. Access Classes are applicable as follows:

Classes 0 - 9


-
Home and Visited PLMNs;

Classes 11 and 15
-
Home PLMN only if the EHPLMN list is not presentor any EHPLMN;

Classes 12, 13, 14
-
Home PLMN and visited PLMNs of home country only. For this purpose the home country is defined as the country of the MCC part of the IMSI.

Any number of these classes may be barred at any one time.

Paging Permission with Access Control

Under certain circumstances where access control operation in the even of large scale congestion happen  i.e., after a large-scale natural disaster such as earthquakes, UE may make access attempts for mobile terminated call control and terminated message control (e.g., SMS) as an optional procedure of access control. For messaging service, it should be able to support Mobile Terminated, Push and Pull mechanism.  
Cellular communication must be considered as one of the most powerful means for communication especially in the event of such as disasters. Thus, additional feature for enhanced reliability should be developed. 
Therefore, optinally, UE should be able to respond to a paging request even though it is under the access control operation to complete certain access classes of calls or messages. 
NOTE: 
The necessary Mobility Management functionlity required for fulfilling the service concept of PPAC should be supported during the operatoin of access control. The detail specifications of function and procedure investigation should be performed in appropriate working group, and here it is out of scope.
