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Dear SA1 delegates,

As you probably already know, at the last 3GPP SA it has been decided to close SA WG1 and to reopen it, extending the mandate to take care of the common IMS/ IMS openness directive from PCG. New charter and new name will be issued, but for practical reasons, the new group will remain numbered as SA WG1 and also the progressive number of the meetings will be continued.

Re-chartered SA1 has been tasked of the goal of a first inclusion of the common IMS/ IMS openness requirements (including the TISPAN R2 related one) in the Rel 8 timeframe (i.e. by December 2007, freezing date for stage 1), confirming the additional SA1 plenary of end of July 2007 inclusive of a joint with TISPAN WG1.
See attached documents SP-070411 and SP-070412 for decisions and workplan.
Meetings and elections
· “Old” SA WG1 will close immediately after SA1#37 (Orlando, 25-29 June) 

· my chairmanship mandate, as well the  one of the vice-chair, will expire at the end of that meeting

· The first plenary meeting of the “new” SA WG1 will be SA1#37bis (Sophia Antipolis, 30 July -3 August) opened immediately after SA1#37 (Orlando, 25-29 June). 
· Myself and Mr. Dick Knight (BT) have been appointed as co-convenors of the new SA1.

The original plan was to have elections at SA#38, but a special procedure is going to be asked by the SA Chairman to the PCG to accommodate a problem to partecipate to SA#37bis raised by several companies. This is a new group, so all the voting rights will be reset.
· If this exceptional procedure will be granted:

SA would therefore request PCG's permission to delay the new SA1 elections by one SA1 meeting.  Specifically, companies attending either SA1#37bis or SA1#38 would be allowed to vote at the next SA1 meeting (SA1#39 or possibly SA1#38bis if there is one) either in person or by proxy.
· The individual members represented at SA1#37bis OR SA1#38 will gain the right to vote and will be included in the voting list.
· Individual members on the voting list could cast their vote at SA1#39 (or 38bis) in persono or by proxy. 
· If this exceptional procedure will be not granted the regular woting rules of the WP should apply as follows (according to MCC interpretation and consolidated application of the rules):

Only the individual members represented “in flesh” at BOTH SA1#37bis AND SA#38 will have the right to vote at the SA#38 Elections: 
· The individual members represented at SA1#37bis will gain the right to vote and will be included in the voting list.
· Individual members on the voting list need to attend SA1#38 to cast their vote (No proxy allowed). 
Immediate work and objectives

SA#37bis  needs to be an Ordinary SA1 meeting to  allow to work officially on the documentation and to potentially agree formally on the new work items and related contributions to be proposed to SA#38.

Current SA1 chairman view is that the main aobjectives should be:
· the development of new 3GPP WI to support the common IMS stage 1 work

· the initial development of the documentation related to the transfer of the TISPAN stage 1 work related to the common IMS

· the developments of the stage 1 work related to the common IMS by other interested companies participating in 3GPP (e.g. cable industry representatives)
Transfer of TISPAN docuementation and work items

Focalizing now on the transfer of the common IMS documentation from TISPAN, the two attaches LS sent to SA are presenting the TISPAN current indications SP-070411 and SP-070412.
I guess that few simple comments will help to clarify the TISPAN indications:

WI 01038 - Fixed Mobile Convergence; Requirements Analysis - is a TR. It will be finalized in TISPAN and the TR documentation will remain in TISPAN (no meaning in transfer a TR). CR or TS on the issue will be opened directly in 3GPP. 3GPP will be able to refer to this ETSI TR once published. 
WI 01039 - Services requirements and capabilities analysis for home networks - will be closed in TISPAN and partially migrated to WI 1040, most of it will migrate in TISPAN  WG5.
WI 01040 – Services and Capabilities Requirements - contains both IMS and PSTN emulation, requires splitting to remove IMS parts, TS will be retained in TISPAN with a reduced content. IMS parts will be developed in 3GPP.

So some section will be transferred in 3GPP, some sections will remain in TISPAN, some sectin requires double consideration. It is the most challanging part because it will impact a wide set of 3GPP specifications (Mainly 22.101, 22.228, but also CAT, 22.115, MMTEL and others…). Moreover some little parts needs to land outside SA1, such as the CODECs, that are of  SA4 pertinence.
The split is planned to be finalized by end of June (TISPAN WG1 meeting 25-29 June in Sophia Antipolis).
WI 01043 - Requirements for (COMIP/CTMIP) and (COMIF/CTMIF) Requirements Analysis - is a TR. It will be finalized in TISPAN and the TR documentation will remain in TISPAN (no meaning in transfer a TR). CR or TS on the issue will be opened directly in 3GPP. 3GPP will be able to refer to this ETSI TR once published. De facto is very similar and quite aligned with the CAT 3GPP, and some Cat aspects specified already in 1040.
WI 01048 - Multimedia Telephony with PSTN/ISDN simulation services R1-  It will be  transferred only for maintenance purposes. May be it will be suffcient to endorse it as it is in R7, so also the references in 3GPP 22.173 R7 will continue to work.
WI 01049 - Multimedia Telephony with PSTN/ISDN simulation services R2 –  It has to be decided how to manage it respect to R8 22.173, presumably is better to have one single document.
(WI 01058) – Service Provider Access;Open Service Access for API requirements;Part 4: Version 4 - is not a TS, it is an EG (Etsi Guidance), and TISPAN has not yet finalize the decision about it. My guess is that it is  30% for SA1 and for 70/% CT5…
