Analysis
Seamless Mobility
The analysis is the same as use case 1 with the following exceptions:

· If the user puts the UE into “3GG preferred mode”, handover with service continuity within a network or between networks with roaming agreements will follow existing 3GPP specifications.
· If the user puts the UE into “WLAN-preferred” mode, the handover mechanisms within a network or between networks with roaming agreements are out of scope.
Authentication

The analysis is the same as use case 1.
Charging and billing

The analysis is the same as use case 1.
Network selection/steering

While the user is utilizing automatic network selection principles, the analysis for use case 1 applies.

For “3GPP preferred” and “WLAN preferred” modes, the analysis in use case 1 does not apply, since the user is over-riding the dynamic and static steering mechanisms of the PNO.
There may be some situations where the user should be warned about the use of manual network-preference modes, e.g. if it is about to cause loss of network connection altogether. In this case, the PNO may wish to retain the capability of over-riding the user’s manual selection.
QoS support

While the user is utilizing automatic network selection principles, the analysis for use case 1 applies.

For “3GPP preferred” and “WLAN preferred” modes, the UE is unable to make network-selection decisions based on considerations of QoS. Therefore, it may be necessary to warn the user if use of manual network selection may result in QoS difficulties. In this case, the PNO may wish to retain the capability of over-riding the user’s selected preferences, e.g. to preserve service continuity. In such events, the user should be suitably advised.
