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1. Overall Description:


CT1 has advised SA1 of an LS sent to them from GSMA regarding concerns by Turkey that certain Turkish characters are not contained in the SMS default alphabet.

It is the responsibility of SA1 to set requirements and so SA1 has now provided CT1 with a set of requirements. 

SA1 has discussed this problem in conjunction with CT1. During this joint meeting, a commitment was made to provide a solution to satisfy the requirements of the Turkish authorities as soon as is practically possible and targeted for completion during the first quarter of 2008. The proposed change to 3GPP specifications resulting from the workshop organized by GSMA and attached to the liaison statement was acknowledged as one possible solution. Some SMS experts were concerned that the proposed solution from the GSMA workshop would make it difficult to add symbols of international significance in the future and that it would place 3GPP in a very difficult position regarding previous and future countries who have expressed or who may express similar concerns to Turkey. An alternative more generic solution is also available. CT1 will allow agenda time at its next meeting in Athens to consider a solution which satisfies the SA1 requirements and satisfies the needs of Turkey.
