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1. Overall Description:

CT4 is currently studying the feasibility to support audio and multimedia Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) in the 3GPP CS domain (3GPP TR 29.882) to implement the CAT service requirements specified in 3GPP TS 22.182.

CT4 assumed that CAT may be used to convey a personal message, e.g. if a subscriber were allowed to create its own audio or multimedia CAT, or e.g. through the selection of a particular CAT provided by a  3rd party.

CT4 therefore assumed that CAT comes down under the scope of interception.

Should it be so, It is questioned in particular whether CAT should then be intercepted during the call at (G)MSC, or at the CAT Server e.g. upon update of CAT settings at the CAT Server.
CT4 also highlights that CAT architectures under study relying on the insertion of CAT-B at the GMSC (i.e. all CAT architectures in TR 29.882 except alternative 5) would require to intercept CAT-B at the GMSC, even in scenarios where the called party is located in its HPLMN, which may require new requirements to be supported by the GMSC. 

The latest version of the feasibility study is attached for information.
