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SA2 has discussed whether presentation of the CLI (if available/allowed) to the terminated user (i.e. while the MS is camped on E-UTRAN) (i.e. the user is able to prevent to fallback based on the received CLI) is within the scope of CSFB Rel-8 WID. 
SA2 concluded that there should be an SA1 requirement for supporting CLI for CSFB before any SA2 specification on this topic can be included in the stage2.

Note that this solution would require a MMI indication to the user asking if the user wants to fallback and receive the terminating call or continue with the PS sessions on E-UTRAN.

Note that the presentation of the CLI to the terminating user when the MS is in ‘idle’ mode may be seen to have a different consequence on user experience compared to when the MS is in ‘connected’ mode.
Actions to TSG SA1 and SA3:

To SA1

SA2 kindly asks SA1 whether the presentation of the CLI (if available/allowed) to the terminated user is required and within the scope of CSFB Rel-8 WID. 

To SA3:

SA2 kindly asks SA3 what are the security requirements for sending CLI over the E-UTRAN air interface down to the MS both when MS is in ‘idle’ mode and ‘connected’ mode?
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
