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1. Overall Description:

When the user invokes manual CSG selection, the UE can display to the user either the list of all available CSGs across all the PLMNs or the list of only those CSGs that are associated with the currently registered PLMN. In the latter case, the CSG selection will not result in a change of PLMN and hence does not cause a problem.

However, in the former case, when the user selects a CSG that is associated with a different PLMN, the intended behaviour of the UE is not clear. Two interesting scenarios arise, based on whether the UE is in automatic PLMN selection mode or manual PLMN selection mode when the manual CSG selection is invoked.

Assuming that the UE is initially in automatic PLMN selection mode:

· If the UE remains in automatic PLMN selection mode after the user has performed manual CSG selection and the UE registers with a lower priority PLMN that is associated with the CSG, the background scan for higher priority PLMN can result in the UE selecting the higher priority PLMN, and thus nullifying the user action.

· If the PLMN selection mode is implicitly changed to the manual mode after the user has performed manual CSG selection, resulting in the successful registration with the lower priority PLMN, then when the UE leaves the CSG coverage it will continue to remain in manual PLMN selection mode, while the user might have expected the UE to return to its normal behaviour (i.e. automatic PLMN selection mode). As a consequence, the user might incur additional charges and may not have all the services available, due to the UE being registered on a less preferred PLMN while a higher priority PLMN is available.
Either manual PLMN selection procedure or the manual CSG selection procedure can be used to select a PLMN to attempt registration. It is not clear how the conflict between these two procedures is to be resolved.
