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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to solve the editors note in section 7.1.2 Addressing. 
FYI: This concept was original submitted by NSN in contribution S1-093430.
The editor’s note states that this requirement needs to be put into a better place within the TS:

· For MTC communication initiated by the MTC Device, it shall be possible for the network to ignore the destination for the communication provided by the MTC Device and use a network provided destination for the communication instead. 

Editor's Note: we need to find a better place for the above requirement

It is proposed that this requirement be put into its own MTC Feature for these reasons:

· Not all MTC Applications require this feature. It is useful for those MTC Devices which cannot be easily preconfigured at manufacturing to include a IP destination, and those MTC Devices which terminate all their user data to the same IP destination (this also has security advantages). 
· This is a feature that the MNO may charge extra subscription fees for thus needs to be controlled. 

The text further aims to clarify that it is an IP address destination that is specified (not an APN for example).
2. Proposal 

7.2.x Network Destination Override of MO Data
The Network Destination Override of MO Data MTC Feature is intended for use with MTC Applications that require all data from an MTC Device to be directed to a network provided IP destination.
For the Network Destination Override of MO Data MTC Feature:
-          For MTC communication initiated by the MTC Device, the network may  ignore the destination IP address provided by the MTC Device and use a network provided IP destination for the communication instead.
