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Introduction

This document clarifies that the requirement for MTC related to identifiers shall include MTC Device, not the ME.

Discussion 
As defined in chapter 3.1, a MTC Device is a UE equipped for Machine Type Communication, which communicates through a PLMN with MTC Server(s) and/or other MTC Device(s). So, a MTC Device shall include a machine type communication part and an UE part at least. 
In the current requirement, it only specifies the unique identifier of ME, which may not guarantee the uniqueness of identifier of MTC Device. 

The following change is proposed for TS 22.368:

The requirements for MTC related to identifiers include the following:

It shall be possible to uniquely identify the MTC Device
Editor’s note: we need to investigate what is the impact of this requirement in case there is a very large number of MTC Devices.

It shall be possible to uniquely identify an MTC Group.
