Mobility considerations of the access network

        Different access networks have different mobility patterns. For example, UEs attached to the fixed-line (e.g. xDSL) are less possible to move and may attach to the same access point for a longer duration. Thus, it is more preferable to select UEs attached to fixed-line as User Peers. UEs attached to WLAN or H(e)NB also tend to move less frequently compared to those attached to macro cells.
       Different access networks have different levels of mobility and service continuity support. It is preferable to select User Peers attached to access networks which support mobility, so that User Peers could provide continuous services even if they move during the process.
