Considerations on Types of Access Network

IMS may select User Peers based on the type of access network that the UE is currently attached to. The following criteria may be used for User Peer selection.

Upload/download bandwidth of the access network

       Different access networks may have different upload/download bandwidth limitations. UEs with higher upload/download stable bandwidth would likely be chosen as User Peers. For example, the bandwidth of macro network depends on the signal strength, where stable bandwidth may be lower than the peak bandwidth. Bandwidth asymmetry should also be considered in User Peer selection. UEs attached to access networks with high download bandwidth and not enough upload bandwidth (e.g. ADSL), may not be suitable to act as User Peers.    

       Furthermore, the bandwidth provided in the access network may be shared between multiple users or exclusively allocated to a single user. For example, the bandwidth of macro network is shared by all attached users, while UEs attached to the fixed-line network (e.g. xDSL, LAN) have exclusive upload/download bandwidth. It is better to choose User Peers with exclusive upload/download bandwidth.
