Introduction
The EPS deployments should take into account the following scenarios:
1) one operator running on a single EPS network integrated fixed and mobile accesses

2) one operator running separated accesses

3) one operator running  fixed access and another running mobile accesses
Scope of this discussion paper is to identify the related requirements. 
2    Problem on Deployment
In such scenarios the operators have two main interests:

a) minimize investment and management efforts

b) provide to the customer using the two accesses a consistent service experience.

As a result scenario for scenario 1) the first maps into the avoidance of duplication of functionality and network nodes, and in single points of configuration, including common QoS and Policy enforcement. 

The second maps in a consistent definition of the QoS on the two accesses, to minimize the mapping of QoS among the two accesses.

By the way this helps also in an efficient use of network resources, enabling a better integrated usage of the two kind of accesses.

For scenarios 2) and 3) these two points maps in making the interworking between the correspondent functionalities in the fixed and the mobile accesses as much lighter as possible, keeping the functionality almost identical (where meaningful) and having a definition of the QoS and the policy based on the same basics concept and parameters, in order to allow a simplified mapping.

As a result the requirements contained in CR # 0078 to TS 22.278 are proposed.
