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For some MTC applications, only CP is needed and there is no need for the MTC Device to initiate data service, e.g. CP based location service only, or TA granularity tracking (TAU signalling is enough, no UP needed). 
For example, a parking space monitoring application could benefit from MTC devices with only two states "on"(which means this parking space is free) and "off" (which means this parking space is occupied).  The MTC devices only report the state change to MTC Server to indicate the status of parking space, which can be viewed as a presence report.
So there is no need to establish bearer/data stream to carry data, the associated Devices can be simplified (no SM stack). For these Devices, there is interest to be able to restrict device behaviour, such as preventing bearer activation.
For some other application, it can also be preferable to forbid the transfer of data in Uplink direction or in the Downlink direction (e.g. gas meter has only uplink data, downlink data is not allowed), so that bearer for certain direction is forbidden to be setup, i.e. unidirectional bearer are enough.

According to those needs, we propose to add a new feature “bearer restriction” in TS 22.368. 
The following additional text is proposed for addition into TS 22.368:

Bearer restriction
The MTC Feature Bearer Restriction is intended for use with MTC Devices that do not need all user plane resources to be established
For the Bearer Restriction MTC Feature:

· It shall be possible for the network to reject data stream activation request to/from the MTC Device.
· It shall be possible for the network to restrict MTC Device to only unidirectional data stream.
