Motivation

Some editorial corrections on section 7.2.10.  In addition, the informative NOTE on the detection time should be a normative requirement instead. 

Proposal

It is proposed for the following changes to 7.2.10 of TS 22.368 be accepted.

**** First Change ****
7.2.10
Offline Indication

The Offline Indication MTC Feature is intended for use with MTC Applications which require timely notification of when it is no longer possible to establish signalling between the MTC Device and the network.

For the Offline Indication MTC Feature:

-
The system shall provide an efficient mechanism to detect the condition when it is no longer possible to establish signalling between the MTC Device and the network (i.e. the loss of connectivity condition). 

-
The network shall provide a notification to the MTC Server and/or MTC User immediately after the loss of connectivity condition is detected. 

-
The maximum Offline Indication detection time (i.e. the time between when the actual loss of connectivity occurred and when the loss of connectivity was detected) shall be configurable per MTC Subscription, and should be in the order of 1 minute to 1 hour.

 NOTE:
Loss of connectivity means it is no longer possible to establish signalling between the MTC Device and the network.
