General

· The H(e)NB SWG held 7 sessions and had 50 attendees.
· Clarified some of the LIPA requirements
· Added the following new requirements for LIPA: 

- Notify the user when the UE is using LIPA. 


 - Allow operator to collect fault information for LIPA for each H(e)NB.

· Added requirement for UE to maintain connectivity to the local residential/enterprise IP network when the UE moved from one H(e)NB to another
· Common SIPTO requirements for macro network and H(e)NB subsystem were added in 22.101, and removed the overlapping requirements from 22.220.
· Mobility requirement for SIPTO clarified and listed the specific mobility events 
· IMS HNB interworking aligned with SA2 decision for Rel10
· Removed the IMS HNB interworking from Rel-9
· H(e)NB hosting party USIM management requirements were added
· Had a joint discussion with CT1 and CT6 on CSG list
· No new requirements for Enterprise H(e)NB were discussed
· Two proposals on Rel-11 WID for Enterprise H(e)NB System discussed but there was no agreement
