Discussion on use of terminology in TS 22.368.

There has been a discussion on the use of "shall be possible" in TS 22.368. Arguments are that this terminology is not in like with TS 21.801 "Specification drafting rules". On the other hand, the use of "may" seems to indicate a kind of optionality that is not intended. In some contributions, the "it shall be possible" terminology is now proposed to be changed, in other contributions and existing requirements it is not yet changed. Important is that we do not give the impression that some requirements are more (or differently) important than others by using different terminology, when this is not what we actually intend to. Therefore we need to agree on which terminology is acceptable and use that consistently.
