This contribution proposes to remove the editors note in chapter 7.1.3 on identifiers
2. Discussion

As 22.368 is going for approval, editor's notes should be removed. There is still an editors note on identifiers stating that the impact of very large numbers of identifiers should be investigated.
We feel that investigating the impact of large numbers of identifiers is not really a Stage 1 matter. Therefore, we propose to replace the editors note with a NOTE that indicates that for MTC you have to be able to support a number of identifiers that is up to two orders of magnitude more than that for H2H. Rationale is that there probably eventually (Internet of Things) be more than 10 MTC Devices per person, but not more than 100 MTC Devices per person.

Currently only an identifier for ME is mentioned (i.e. the IMEI). We also need to add an identifier for the MTC Subscription (IMSI). Note that we have not mentioned MSISDNs here. We don't think we should be issueing an MSISDN for every MTC Device. As is mentioned under the PS Only MTC Feature, we should be able to provide PS only subscriptions without MSISDN.

Identifiers

The requirements for MTC related to identifiers include the following:

The system shall be able to uniquely identify the ME.
-
The system shall be able to uniquely identify the MTC Subscription

NOTE: 
The two requirements above also apply to human-to-human communications. However, for Machine-Type Communication identifiers will have to be able to cater for a number of identifiers at least two orders of magnitude higher than for human-to-human communications.

The system shall be able to uniquely identify an MTC Group.
