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1. Introduction

This contribution proposes to merge the two highly related MTC Features (MTC Monitoring and Offline Indication) to one MTC Feature (MTC Monitoring). 
2. Discussion

MTC Monitoring is the MTC Feature to monitor the abnormal events of MTC Device and report/notify to MTC Server and/or MTC User. Offline Indication is the MTC Feature to notify the loss of connectivity of MTC Device to MTC Server and/or MTC User. It means that Offline Indication can be considered as a one of abnormal events. 
Thus, it is proposed to include the Offline Indication to the event to be detected. Accordingly, it is also proposed to modify the introduction of this section and delete the some overapped text from the first bullet point.

MTC Monitoring

The MTC Feature MTC Monitoring is intended for monitoring MTC Device related events. 
NOTE:
Certain monitoring functions can be provided for the MTC User.
For the MTC Monitoring MTC Feature:

-
It shall be possible for the network to detect the following events.:

-
behaviour which is not aligned with activated MTC Feature(s)

-
change in the point of attachment

-
change of the association between the UE and the UICC
-
loss of connectivity. The maximum time between the actual loss of connectivity occurred and the loss of connectivity detected shall be configurable per MTC Subscription.
NOTE: 
Loss of connectivity means it is no longer possible to establish signalling between the MTC Device and the network. (i.e. detached)
NOTE:
The maximum detection time is in the order of 1 minute to 1 hour.

-
The MTC User shall define which events will be detected.   

-
Upon event detection, it shall be possible for the network to 

-
provide a warning notification to the MTC User and/or MTC Server
-
limit the services provided to the MTC Device (e.g. reduce allocated resource) 

-
The MTC User shall define what occurs when an event is detected.
