This contribution proposes to remove the editors note in chapter 7.2.15 on Location Specific Trigger
2. Discussion

There currently is an editors note to indicate that the feasibility of the concept should be checked. We think this editors note can be removed.
With a KPN contribution to SA2#77 (S2-100814), the location specific trigger is included as a possible solution under a key issue on MTC Device Triggering. Though adopting a solution does not imply support from other companies, we received support from various companies that this would be a feasible solution. The KPN contribution proposes CBS as the means to broadcast the trigger. Other companies had other preferences for a broadcast channel. But there were no objections that this functionality would not be possible.
Note that also Group Based Addressing is based on a similar broadcast of trigger messages. In that case not with a identifier for an individual MTC Device, but an identifier for a MTC Group.

The only new aspect of Location Specific Trigger is that the MTC Device has to listen to broadcast channels while being detached. Currently there is a common misconception that detached implies powered off. However, only the other way around is true (detach when powering off). Anyway, to introduce a new state (detached but still listening to broadcast channels) is a standardisation issue, not something that is technically not feasible.

In conclusion, we do not think there is any problem with the technical feasibility of Location Specific Trigger and therefore want to remove the editors note.
Note: we also propose to clarify the purpose of Location Specific Trigger a bit and to remove the "shall be possible".

Location Specific Trigger
The MTC Feature Location Specific Trigger is intended to trigger MTC Devices which are known by the MTC Application to be in a particular area.
For the Location Specific Trigger MTC Feature:

-
The network shall initiate a trigger to the MTC Devices based on area information provided to the network operator.

-
The network may apply Location Specific Trigger when mobility management frequency is reduced on the MTC Device.

-
The network may apply Location Specific Trigger when the MTC Device is offline.
-
The MTC Device may initiate communication upon reception of the trigger.
