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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA1 thanks ETSI SC EMTEL for the interest shown in NOVES and the comments to TR22.871. In reply to the specific comments:
Part 1: The European requirements are introduced into a new annex of TR22.871 v11.1.0. Please see CR 22.871-0003.

Part 2: The link to TS22.153 is removed and it is stated that prioritization is included in the standards but is implemented at the discretion of regulators. 

Part 3: 3GPP SA1’s response to the EENA/REACH112 comments are as follows:
1. Renaming of NOVES, it was decided to stay with the term NOVES because “centric” has a specific meaning in NENA. Only devices connected to a 3GPP network would be able to use NOVES.
2. SA1 does not disagree with statement. However location information is outside the scope of the  NOVES work items.

3. NOVES requires a SIM. The NOVES device (not the user) is authenticated. Does EENA advocate anonymous emergency calling?
4. It can not be guaranteed that NOVES will be free of charge in all countries of the world.

6. There is a conflict here between ENNA and item 2 of the EMTEL liaison.
7. Location information is protected against alteration.

8. This is already intended by the expression “most appropriate”.

9. SA1 believes that this situation would be the responsibility of the PSAPs to coordinate between themselves.

10. This is introduced in CR22.871-0002.

11. If a session is interrupted, the new communication would go to the new most appropriate PSAP.

13. NOVES is a service for all users but it is acknowledged that there will be requirements for special needs users (although this is outside the scope of NOVES work items).

14. Use case 6 - the device would be set to silent mode upon invocation of NOVES. Use case 7 – this is introduced in R 22.871-0002. Use case 9 – NOVES does not include this functionality.
