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Abstract: This document provides an update on the status of discussions on the proposed Remote Subscription Management work, and proposes a way forward.
Background.
Action Item AI SA1 54/1 (AP SA 51/1): Embedded UICC, asked SA1 to review the draft Study Item in TD SP 110219 on Remote Subscription Management (RESUM) and refine it to produce an acceptable Study Item for approval at TSG SA#52. SA1 were further requested to allocate proper time for the work and for the discussion of related contributions. In the event, due to concerns from a significant number of companies, SA1 #54 could not reach agreement to try to refine the study as directed. The discussion was therefore postponed along with documents: S1-111027; S1-111028; S1-111029; S1-111030 and S1-111032. The response to the incoming LS from ETSI TC SCP in S1-111191 was also postponed.
In addition, and to reflect the requirement from several companies to receive further clarification on some aspects before they could consider starting related work in SA1, a Liaison Statement was drafted to the GSMA Embedded SIM Task Force which asked about the applicability of the work on, as well as the envisaged business model for, eUICC.
The proposed Study Item in S1-111027 was subsequently updated to try to take into account the concerns expressed during SA1 #54 and was brought to SA #52 in document SP-110386 (revised to SP-110409). There was no decision on the Study Item at SA #52, though it was noted that in postponing the handling of documents at the previous meeting, SA1 had not yet fulfilled the action point SA 51/1. 
Details.
Since SA #52 some discussions have taken place offline between companies supporting the RESUM study and those that have concerns. In addition, the work in ETSI TC SCP has progressed and the GSMA Embedded SIM Task Force has responded in S1-112211 to the SA1 questions of S1-111298. Based on the offline discussions the supporting companies understand that one of the main concerns relating to the proposed work is that it should not delay the ongoing Work Item of ETSI TC SCP. Nevertheless, it is clear that some related work for eUICC falls within the scope of SA1. Therefore, in order to expedite the work in 3GPP and to not delay the successful outcome of the ETSI TC SCP Work Item, the supporting companies would be interested to discuss a more focussed, shorter term Work Item, which is time aligned with the work of ETSI TC SCP. 

Proposal.

It is proposed that potential SA1 work related to eUICC is discussed during the opening SA1 plenary session and that a SWG is convened during the present meeting to review and refine the scope of work in this area, with the aim to agree and to submit an agreed Work (or Study) Item for approval to SA #53.
