	The three slightly different requirements of "Mobile Originated only", "Low Mobility" and "Infrequent mobile terminated" in 22.368 are proposed to be aligned to:

The network operator shall be able to change the frequency of mobility management procedures to reduce mobility management overhead per UE.
The term "simplify" was replaced by "reduce.....overhead" as the change of mm frequency reduces overhead rather than providing any simplification. 
Further, as this amalgamated requirement allows for the definition of the location update frequency the second requirement for Low Mobility: 

-
The network operator shall be able to define the frequency of location updates performed by the MTC Device.

is a subset of the amalgamated requirement above and thus it is deleted.

There is no need to limit the change of mobility management frequency procedures to MTC devices on requirements level. This limitation likely adds more overhead (by checking whether the device in question is a M2M device) which is the opposite of what we are trying to achieve with this work. 

For this reason the requirements are made applicable to all UEs used for data communication only, thus offering more flexibility to the operator to efficiently handle MTC devices as well as data only devices by moving the requirements from 22.368 into 22.101.
