	1. The title of section 4.3.5.2 “SIPTO requirements for Macro Cellular networks only” is misleading because it implies that the requirements apply when the UE connects via a macro cell only. This is not the case, as the requirements apply when the UE connects via a macro cell AND when the UE connects via a H(e)NB, provided that the traffic offload is performed within the mobile operator network. Therefore, the title should not refer to the type of cell the UE is on.
Moreover, in 22.220 the title of section 5.9 “Selected IP Traffic Offload (SIPTO) for H(e)NB SubSystem” is misleading as the requirements refer to H(e)NB scenarios with traffic offload in the local residential/enterprise network (the latter being part of the Rel-11 work item LIMONET).

It follows that the title of section 4.3.5.1 “Common SIPTO requirements for Macro Cellular networks and Home (e)NodeB SubSustem” needs to be updated to take both aspects above into account.

It is therefore proposed to rename the two sections as follows:

4.3.5.1 Common Requirements for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network and SIPTO at the Local Network
4.3.5.2 Requirements for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network
2. Requirement for no user interaction in section 4.3.5.1 currently applies for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network and SIPTO at the Local Network. However, the intention is that no user interaction applies only for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network. SIPTO at the Local Network has a requirement in 22.220 section 5.9 to allow the user to accept/decline offload. The user interaction requirements are conflicting.

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	1. Renaming of clauses 4.3.5.1 and 4.3.5.2 to reflect the main distinguishing character i.e. whether the traffic offload is in the mobile operator network or in the local residential/enterprise network.
2. The requirement for no user interaction in section 4.3.5.1 has been moved to section 4.3.5.2, so that it applies only for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network. NOTE that this requirement has also been modified according to agreed CR S1-102315 that was missed during implementation of v11.0.0 of the specifications.

Selected IP Traffic Offload (SIPTO) for PS Domain only
4.3.5.1
Common Requirements for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network and SIPTO at the Local Network
It shall be possible to offload selected traffic (e.g. internet) towards a defined IP network close to the UE's point of attachment to the access network.
The following requirements apply to Selected IP Traffic Offload:
-
The mobile operator may enable/disable Selected IP Traffic Offload on a per UE per defined IP network basis (e.g. based on tariff, subscription type etc.). 
-
It shall be possible for IP traffic of a UE associated with a particular defined IP network to be offloaded while IP traffic of that same UE associated with other defined IP network(s) is not offloaded.

-
It shall be possible to perform Selected IP Traffic Offload for pre-Release 10 UEs.

-
Offloading selected IP traffic for a UE shall not affect services running in parallel for the same UE. 

-
It shall be possible for the mobile operator to collect traffic and signalling performance measurements related to Selected IP Traffic Offload for each user.

-
Selected IP Traffic Offload shall not compromise the security of the mobile operator's network.

-
Service Continuity of IP data session(s) within the macro network shall be supported for Selected IP Traffic Offload. Based on home mobile operator policies, the impact of mobility events within the macro network as perceived by the user shall be reduced by either:

-
minimising any interruption to the data flow; or

-
preventing interruption to the data flow e.g. for voice services.

-
Service Continuity of IP data session(s) for Selected IP Traffic Offload may also be supported during the following mobility events:

-
mobility between the macro network and H(e)NBs; and

-
mobility between H(e)NBs.

During both these mobility events, based on home mobile operator policies, the impact of mobility events as perceived by the user shall be reduced by either:

-
minimising any interruption to the data flow; or

-
preventing interruption to the data flow e.g. for voice services.

It shall be possible for the HPLMN to provide the VPLMN with the following information for a particular user:

-
An indication of whether the user’s IP traffic is permitted to be subjected to Selected IP Traffic Offload in the visited network;

-
The defined IP network(s) for which Selected IP Traffic Offload is permitted.
Requirements specific to SIPTO at the local residential/enterprise IP network can be found in section 5.9 in [48]. 

4.3.5.2
Requirements for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network
The following requirements apply to Selected IP Traffic Offload in the mobile operator network:

The mobile operator shall be able to enable/disable Selected IP Traffic Offload for certain parts of the network.

-
Selected IP Traffic Offload shall not compromise integrity and confidentiality of offloaded traffic.
-
The network shall be able to perform Selected IP Traffic Offload without any user interaction based on mobile operator policies.
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
