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Introduction

This contribution proposes the following text for Section X of TR228xx.
NOTE: The definitions and requirements in this contribution primarily relate to the Hyper Local Advertising use case defined in S1-113017 but support for these requirements can also be found in other use cases like those defined in S1-113013 (Multi-player gaming), S1-113015 (offload), S1-113019 (Social).
In addition to that the requirements are cumulative in that some or all of the requirements listed under any of the other requirements contributions, S1-113014 (Reqs for Multi-player gaming), S1-113016 (Reqs for Offloading), S1-113020 (Reqs for Social), may also apply here.

The requirements specifically listed here are simply the ones closer associated with the specific use case.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the following to TR228xx (FS_ProSe).

X.X Proximity Discovery Requirements
Public Discovery
[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall provide a public mode of operation. 
[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall provide a public mode of operation in which local peers do not select which remote peers can be notified of its physical proximity.

 [DISC ] Peer Discovery shall provide a public mode of operation in which a local peer publicly announces itself to the proximity system in a way that it can be discovered by any remote peer in proximity without any prior relationship between them.
[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall provide a public mode of operation in which a local peer can discover a remote peer in proximity, without any prior relationship between them.

[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall allow a device to filter discovery data, according to application defined criteria.

Autonomous Discovery - scale/power

[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall allow a device to operate in autonomous mode for extended periods of time (i.e. a full day) without significant impact on the device’s power consumption.

[DISC ] Peer Discovery shall allow individual devices, and more importantly devices in high density in a given locality to operate in autonomous mode without noticeable impact to standard macro network usage.
