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1 Introduction
In the section 6 in TR22.896, the specific MRA requirements on service continuity, charging and security are defined, but the common requirements on MRA are not mentioned. In this contribution, four general requirements are proposed from the perspective of MRA subscription and the relationship between MRA and other services. 
As mentioned in section 5, before using the MRA service, the user should subscribe to the MRA service with the operator, and LIPA access to the local network should be offered to the UE. 

Since the access control of the MRA should be executed by the mobile operator network, the preference or local policy (e.g. access control preference or local policy) of the Hosting Party of the H(e)NB access to the network might be reflected in the user’s subscription.
When the MRA service is applied, the user could also access to the mobile operator’s core network (e.g. internet, PLMN services) simultaneously. And for the same UE, the MRA and other services could run in parallel.
2 Proposal

It is proposed to add three general requirements on MRA in the section 6.1 in TR22.896.

Potential Service Requirements

6.1
Requirements on Managed Remote Access
The following general requirements need to be added to TS 22.220:
· A UE shall have a valid subscription with the mobile operator in order to use MRA.
· The mobile operator shall be able to enable/disable MRA to the home based network on per-subscriber basis.

· NOTE:
It is possible for the H(e)NB Hosting Party that enables access to the home based network to use additional access control mechanisms (e.g. using a password) to restrict access of UEs to the residential/corporate IP network. However, such additional access control is out of scope of 3GPP standardisation.
· A UE shall have a valid LIPA subscription to access the home based network in order to use MRA.
· Simultaneous access from a UE to the mobile operator’s core network (e.g. internet, PLMN services) and MRA shall be supported and shall not affect services running on the UE.
