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Abstract and Recommendation:  
During the discussion of contribution S1-112116 in SA1 meeting #55 in Dublin in August 2011, it was stated that the subject capability is already available on some networks, with no further specifics given.  Regardless of any existing standards that may be related to this capability, it would be useful to capture the requirement in the MODAI FS, even if existing Stage 3 specifications cover it.  This is a practice commonly used in SA1.
Additionally, in light of the recent industry agreement to warn users on approaching data volume threshold (overage limit) led by CTIA in the United States, standards effort to capture related requirements would go some way in alleviating regulatory inquiries and mandates.
The text below is proposed for inclusion in TR 22.801.  Most of the text should go into Section 5 as a distinct Use Case, except Potential Requirements, which would go into Section 6 of the same title.

  Conveying Data Services Subscription Information to the UE
Many of the modern UEs designed for heavy usage of data communication applications  also support WLAN.  WLAN installation proliferation trends are likely to continue, as even MNOs see the benefit of WLANs and femtocells in offloading wireless data traffic from the ever more loaded PLMNs.

However, the assumption that WLAN always provides better network performance may not always hold true, as WLAN traffic load also increases.  With the deployment of high data rate cellular networks, such as HSPA+ and LTE, and the proliferation of heterogeneous networks, e.g. picocells and femtocells, cellular access can sometimes provide better user experience than WLAN, justifying the need to conduct data communication over cellular access even when WLAN is available.  
Issue

Care should be taken to counter-balance potentially negative effects of increasing cumulative volume of data in excess of any charging plan threshold.  To that end, it is required for the UE to be dynamically aware of certain data charging plan details such as periodic (monthly) data volume cap.  This is consistent with industry trend, such as recent regional agreement to warn users of approaching overage.
