Introduction

During SA1#56 Intel contributed a discussion paper (S1-113144) on a new SMURFs use case. One of the effective ways of providing firewall traversal is via the operator being able to remotely configure firewalls on site of the home/SME based on a trust relationship. The discussion paper was endorsed in the SWG although it was observed that firewalls might be out of scope of 3GPP.

Discussion and proposal

The work item Service and Media Reachability for Users over Restrictive Firewalls (SMURFs) introduces a new network feature called “Service Reachability”. Although restrictive firewalls are outside the operator’s domain they are definitely in scope of this work item since they are the blocking network elements restricting the service reachability. By introducing the feature stage 2 and stage 3 consequently have to elaborate solutions that impact restrictive firewalls. With our definition of Service Reachability we propose to explicitly enable Stage 2 and Stage 3 not only to passively tunnel such elements but also to actively configure them in order to make 3GPP services reachable. Such an active approach might be more effective and might meet service requirements more easy.

Service Reachability
Service Reachability may be accomplished by traversing PLMN IP-based services through blocking network elements outside the operator’s domain or by remote configuration of such blocking network elements via elements within the operator’s domain or both. Remote configuration may be static at the time of configuration or dynamic at the time of request access to a service (e.g. per user, per date, per time, or service dependant).

IFOM Service requirements

Simultaneous active mode of operation is an optional capability for multimode UEs, which support 3GPP and WLAN access. UE supporting simultaneous active mode of operation between one set of technologies may not be capable to support simultaneous active mode of operation between a different technology set (e.g. due to radio interference limitations).
