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Introduction 
With smart phones being the flexible do-it-all tools that they are, it is easy to imagine that a smart phone may fulfill many ProSe related uses at the same time.

For example, when she has time to play, Mary may want to be discovered by her gaming partners, who generally know her by her “game handle” (e.g. “lady_warlock@witches_r_us.com”). She always wants to be discovered by her boyfriend John, who uses her Facebook ™ name (“MaryG@facebook”). In addition she may want to be discovered by her colleagues, also using her Facebook name, but only during business hours. For each of those she may have wishes related, for example, to discovery range.

From the above we can see that different applications, or even a single application, can define potentially-overlapping groups of friends by which a person may wish to be discovered with possibly different parameters.  

As it happened Mary and John broke up. Mary doesn’t want to hear from John any more, while he’s still hoping for the resumption of relationship. Mary no longer wants to be discovered by John under her Facebook name, although she doesn’t mind him using her anonymous game handle. Mary then removes John’s permission to discover her within Facebook and feels confident that John cannot manipulate his UE or applications  in order to discover her again 
From the above we can see that discovery permission status may change over time. The results of the system failure to support these changes could be unpleasant.
The use case below captures these issues. In the interest of clarity we have opted for a separate use case and a new set of requirements rather than adding it to 5.1.1. These can be easily consolidated later.

Responsive User control of discovery permission

Description

This use case describes the application based time-varying nature of user’s discovery permissions for the restricted discovery use case.

Pre-Conditions

Mary has at least two social networking applications, A and B, installed on her mobile device. These applications are enabled by the operator to use at least two discovery range classes. In the context of these applications, the following relationships are established:

· Mary and John are friends under application A. Mary wishes to be found by John within the long discovery range.
· Mary and Peter are friends under application A, while Mary and Bob are friends under applications B. Mary wishes to be found by Peter and Bob only when they are in short discovery range.

· The distance between Mary and the others changes over time. 
5.1.x.3
Service Flows

As John and Peter reach their set discovery distance, Mary is discovered by John.
Mary is not discovered by Peter or Bob, neither of whom are in short discovery range.

At some point Mary interacts again with application A to revoke John’s permission to discover her.

Post-Conditions

From that moment on, John can no longer discover Mary regardless of their relative range.

Potential Requirements

The system shall support the ability of ProSe-enabled, operator-authorized applications to define potentially overlapping groups of users with different discovery permissions.
The system shall support the ability of a user to change the discovery permissions given to others.
