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Introduction

One of the original potential requirements of the use case 5.1.1 in TR 22.803 is as following:
“Policy and user choice can set the ProSe feature to enable a UE:

-
to discover other UEs in its proximity but not be discoverable;

-
to be discoverable by other UEs but not be able to discover other UEs in its proximity;

-
to discover other UEs in its proximity and be discoverable by other UEs;

-
to disable to be discoverable by other UEs and the discovery of other UEs. ”
The aboving ProSe feature is very valuable. The operator may consider providing the third-party application developers with related APIs to set the ability of discovery and the ability to be discovered independently. So we hope to enhance the use case 5.1.11 “ProSe Application Provided by the Third-Party Application Developer” in TR22.803.
When the user sets whether his/her UE can discover other UEs and whether his/her UE can be discovered by other UEs independently via the application, the application will learn user’s choice and request the UE via related ProSe APIs. Then the operator’s network interacts with the UE to decide whether the application request is authorized to take effect.
Proposal

It is proposed to change the following to TR 22.803.

Use Case for ProSe Application Provided by the Third-Party Application Developer
5.1.11.5
Potential Requirements

The operator’s network and the ProSe-enabled UE shall provide a mechanism to identify, authenticate and authorize the third-party application to use ProSe capability features. 
The operator’s network shall authorize the third-party application to set the ability of discovery and the ability to be discovered independently.
The operator’s network shall be able to store information of third-party application developers, such as the third-party application developer ID, the application ID and so on.

The ProSe feature capability access by each application shall be able to be charged for and reported to the operator’s network. 

The minimum ProSe capability features may include the following:

•
Announce – a service method by which an application is able to announce UEs within proximity.

•
Monitor – a service method that shall enable an application to monitor for UEs within proximity. 

•
Communicate – a service method that shall enable an application to communicate with UEs within proximity.
