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1. Overall Description:

SA 1 likes to thank SA2 for their LS on SMS to MSISDN-less IMS UE.
SA1 have discussed the proposed way of handling the situation of a non-upgraded UE (e.g, UE that is not enhanced to handle MSISDN-less SMS) wanting to respond or send an SMS to a MSISDN-less UE.

Your question:

Q1. Does SA1 see the need to have a solution to address this use case, i.e., a UE sending or replying-to a short message to an IMS UE that does not have MSISDN?

SA1 understands that this problem is similar to the scenario where the UE is receiving email via SMS. The recipient is made aware of the sender’s email address either in the sender field or as part of the SMS payload, and there is no specific way on how the UE can reply back to this email via SMS. SA1 would like to maintain this kind of user experience, i.e., the non-upgraded UE is aware of the sender identity but there is no requirement that such UE is able to reply or send SMS to MSISDN-less IMS UE in a specific way. The solution can be operator implementation specific and no need to have a standardized solution.

Taking this into account SA1 have decided that it is sufficient that a non-upgraded UE is not required to have a solution for sending or replying-to a short message to an IMS UE that does not have a MSISDN.
