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Abstract: PWS without Security in Limited Service State is required in Rel-8/9/10/11 in the sense of not changing the current system in operation.This document discusses that position and proposes to reflect it in the response LS to S1-124264/R2-125158. This document does not touch on PWS with Security in Limited Service State.
1.
Discussion
At RAN2#79bis, CRs that proposed to remove the requirement of receiving ETWS messages in limited service mode (R2-124846, R2-124847) were submitted and postponed. The CR was related to both ETWS with Security and ETWS without Security.

At CT1#80, a CR that includes proposal to remove the requirement of receiving ETWS messages in limited service mode (C1-123812) was submitted and postponed. The part of the CR was related to both ETWS with Security and ETWS without Security.
We don’t touch on PWS with Security in Limited Service State. But for PWS without Security in Limited Service State, we believe simply it’s NOT needed to remove or change the current requirement.
Seemingly there has been a misunderstanding in LS exchange between SA1 and SA3. In S1-121442, SA1 answered “NO” to a question that SA3 raised, “Is there a requirement on the UE in limited service state to receive, process, and display warning messages?” However, that answer shall be understood in the context where only UEs with PWS Security are discussed, as you can see in S1-121220; UEs without PWS Security were not addressed in that LS exchange.
2.
Proposal

We would like to keep the above-mentioned requirement as it is and propose our position below be reflected in the response LS to S1-124264/R2-125158:
“In limited service state, in Rel-8/9/10/11 where there is no security for PWS, the UE in E-UTRAN/GERAN/UTRAN is required to receive, process, and display warning messages.”
