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1. Overall Description:
SA3 has decided to update the iFIRE study item to also include SMURF. The updated firewall traversal study item (S3-121236) is attached.

SA3 has decided to start a new work item covering iFIRE and SMURF. The new firewall traversal work item (S3-121237) is attached. SA3 intends to do the stage 2 work for iFIRE and SMURF.
SA3 has considered several solutions for iFIRE/SMURF as described in TR 33.830. The Draft TR 33.830 on Firewall Traversal (S3-121235) is attached. SA3 kindly asks SA2 for architectural advice before deciding how to proceed.

SA3 discussed the work plan priorities of solutions supporting session continuity versus solutions not supporting session continuity, solutions supporting real-time media versus solutions not supporting real-time media, and solutions supporting only IMS versus solutions supporting also non-IMS. SA3 kindly asks SA1 for advice before deciding how to proceed.
SA3 discussed the types of IMS services that are envisaged for iFIRE, i.e., whether all types of IMS services need to supported over iFIRE or certain types of IMS services (e.g., real-time vs. non-real-time IMS services)  would need to be prioritized over others. SA3 would also appreciate feedback from SA1 on this.
SA3 discussed the types of PLMN IP-based services that are envisaged for SMURF, i.e., which types of PLMN IP-based services need to supported over SMURF or certain types of PLMN IP-based services (e.g., real-time vs. non-real-time PLMN IP-based services)  would need to be prioritized over others. SA3 would also appreciate feedback from SA1 on this.

SA3 would like to assess the solutions described in Draft TR 33.830 and resolve the editor’s notes. SA3 kindly asks SA2 for evaluation on how the solutions described in Draft TR 33.830 impact the UE, IMS core and packet core, co-exist with other traversal solutions, and support SA2 mechanisms like session continuity and IP mobility.
