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	Use case 10 of TR 22.871 requires that a 3-way video call is established between the emergency caller, PSAP, and sign language interpreter. Current stage 2 and 3 assume that a person in the PSAP would recognise the emergency caller’s special needs and set up a 3-way call with an interpreter. Since emergency calling must be as equal to everyday calling as possible, this negociation can be available in all calls.

IP multimedia (IM) sessions

IP multimedia services are not the evolution of the circuit switched services but represent a new category of services, mobile terminals, services capabilities, and user expectations. Any new multimedia service, which may have a similar name or functionality to a comparable standardised service, does not necessarily have to have the same look and feel from the user's perspective of the standardised service. Voice communications (IP telephony) is one example of real-time service that would be provided as an IP multimedia application. 

The following basic requirements are be supported for IP multimedia [27]:

-
IP multimedia session control shall be based on SIP [28].

-
All session scenarios shall be supported; i.e. Mobile Originating and Mobile Terminating sessions against Internet/Intranet, CS or IM Mobile, ISDN, PSTN call party.

-
MSISDN and SIP URL numbering and addressing schemes shall be supported.

-
IP multimedia applications shall as a principle, not be standardised, allowing service provider specific variations.
- A UE should be able to support negotiation of the user's desired language(s) (including spoken/signed/written).

- The initial IP multimedia session should be able to negotiate the user's desired language(s) and modalities, per media stream and/or session, in order of preference (the desired languages shall be IANA language tag [X], including specification of sign language version, alphabet, etc.).
     - A service provider shall be able to pass language information between the endpoints. With respect to the language and modality information, there are no other service provider actions required.
