Missing requirements include the ability to move flows independently between the WLAN ProSe and Infrastructure paths, the ability of the UE and EPC to communicate information about data flows, and the ability of the EPC to make path switching recommendations based on QoS information and operator preferences.

Potential Requirements

· The infrastructure network shall be able to determine whether two ProSe-enabled UEs are within WLAN direct communications range and whether the WLAN direct link can provide the necessary QoS to support the end user application.
· The infrastructure network shall ensure service continuity for ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications flows and be capable of considering QoS requirements of all data flows when negotiating a communications path switch for a given end user application.
· The system shall be capable of establishing a new user traffic session for a ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications path.
