4.2
Group Handling

4.2.1
Groups with limited geographical scope
Group communications for given groups can be available in certain cells only. In this case UEs, members of such groups, shall be able to receive and/or transmit content from/to these groups in these cells.

Note:
Groups are solely created, deleted, and maintained by entities that are outside the scope of 3GPP.
4.2.2
Number of groups and group members
The 3GPP network shall support at least "N1" numbers of groups

The UE shall be able to handle at least "N2" numbers of groups.
The 3GPP network shall support "N3" number of group members per group. The 3GPP system shall be able to support UEs that are member of at least "N2" groups.

The mechanisms defined shall allow future extension of the numbers mentioned above.

Indications to application layer

Upon request from the application layer, the 3GPP system shall provide:

-
the number and/or identities of group members currently reachable in a group.

-
notifications to the application layer when group members become reachable or unreachable.

4.2.4
Change of group membership while there is ongoing group communication
The 3GPP system shall try to distribute the group communication to the members of that group that belonged to that group when the group communication was started. Thus a change of members of a group while there is ongoing group communication in that group take effect only at the next group communication after the ongoing has been finished.
