Verizon asked whether the new WID on IMS_WebRTC was on interworking with IMS or for providing services to WebRTC clients. The SA1 Chairman replied that this is for interworking but there are no requirements available yet.
There were no comments on the SA1 proposal to close the remaining action item on Authentication for Common IMS, so this action items is now closed.

Topics related to Public Safety

SP-120901 from Vodafone on Public Safety Communication requirements in Release 12
SP-120913 from Vodafone on Draft WID for Public Safety

Summary:

Discussion paper highlights a few items to support public safety usage that are not covered by ProSe or GCSE_LTE, and proposes a new public safety work item to cover these items.

Discussion:

Several companies questioned whether SA2 and RAN WGs have enough capacity to consider new public safety work for Rel-12 and whether the requirements should be for Rel-13. Some requirements could result in fundamental changes to the 3GPP architecture.

There was also support to ask SA1 to consider the additional requirements in a new WID.

There were other comments indicating that the use cases and requirements are not clear.
The SA Chairman proposed to ask SA1 to look into this for Rel-12. He also explained that SA will have the final say on the approval of the potential WID from SA1 in March and impact to SA2 workload will be taken into consideration.
Conclusion:

LS sent to SA1 asking SA1 to consider a new WID on additional public safety for Rel-12. See section 5.2.

· SP-120931 LS to SA1 from SA (Cc RAN) on Additional Public Safety and Critical Communications requirements in Release 12: 

Action: SA asks SA1 to consider whether or not additional Release 12 requirements need to be defined for Public Safety and Critical Communications beyond ProSe and GCSE_LTE. SA encourages SA1 to agree a corresponding WID if necessary.
· SP-120936 LS to ITU-R WP5D from SA on Draft New Report on the uses of IMT for broadband PPDR applications: 

Indicates to ITU what LTE can offer to support PPDR (Public Protection and Disaster Relief) applications. Work under consideration in 3GPP is also indicated.

Other topics

· TSG SA Workshop: Focus areas for Release 12
Summary:

SA workshop aims to provide strategic guidance to SA WGs for Rel-12 prioritisation. There were 26 company presentations that indicate focus areas of interest and related WIDs.
SP-120748 on Next steps for Rel-12 project management from the SA Chairman highlights the aim of the workshop to help with Rel-12 prioritisation and proposes to use this same process for future releases.

Initial summary and conclusion documented in SP-120749 and revised in SP-120915 and SP-120921.
Discussion of initial conclusion:

General agreement on the focus areas indicated. There was a discussion on why some SA2 WIDs excluded from further consideration in Rel-12. It was agreed to add a few SA2 WIDs back for consideration in Rel-12.
Timing of the workshop for future releases was discussed. There were views that the workshop should be done earlier in the release to enable guidance to be provided to SA1, other views were that the workshop is too early.

It was discussed whether it is useful for WIDs to have their scope reduced in order to fit into the available time, as this can result in features being spread/fragmented over different releases.

It was clarified that for SA1 WIDs not yet agreed for Rel-12, the work can go on as normal and any future agreed SA1 WIDs will be considered as part of the prioritisation activity in SA in March.
Conclusion:

The final summary and conclusion was agreed in SP-120932.
