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Abstract: This contribution proposes changes to TR 22.852 to remove use case 5
Discussion:  This use case assumes that a eNB has access to information that may either be encrypted or optional for deployment and use in a PLMN.  In particular retrieving the IMEI is optional for an operator to retrieve.  IMSI in the clear where it is accessible by the eNB is limited to initial attach scenarios and therefor may not be available at the eNB in a number of mobility scenarios.  Adding capabilities to report at the eNB level on a per subscriber (IMSI) or device (IMEI) level implies significant impact on the current RAN, EPC and security architectures.  We feel a more practical approach could be to define in an operational fashion limited access by the Shared RAN Provider to O&M interfaces in the Participating Operator’s core O&M system giving access to subscriber (IMSI) and device (IMEI) level information.  This could access could be partitioned to only those UEs operating on the shared network. This approach does not seem to require any standards attention.
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
