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Abstract: CPR.2yy currently states that user identity and data privacy should be protected when using ProSe.  However, in the case of ProSe Discovery and Communication (i.e. over E-UTRAN) this is already specified by the current 3GPP system.  What isn’t covered is the case of ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication.  This update changes the requirement to cover this latter case.
[CPR.2yy][PR.xx] The EPS shall protect the confidentiality of the subscriber’s, UE’s, and user’s permanent identities used in the EPS when ProSe Discovery and Communication are used.  The EPS shall have confidentiality features that enable the subscriber’s, UE’s, and user’s permanent identities to be protected when ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication is used.”
