Specific E-UTRAN Sharing requirements

On-demand capacity negotiation
In situations where a need for additional, unplanned, E-UTRAN capacity of a Participating Operator arises (e.g. in the case of big mass-events) the Hosting E-UTRAN can provide means to allocate available spare capacity to the Participating Operator. Based on service level agreement between the Hosting and Participating operator such allocation can be automated without human intervention.
The following requirements apply:

The Hosting E-UTRAN shall be able to indicate availability of sharable E-UTRAN resources as on-demand capacity to a Participating Operator, based on policies and without human intervention. 

The Participating Operator shall be able to request on-demand capacity of the Hosting E-UTRAN, based on policies and without human intervention. 

The Hosting E-UTRAN shall be able to allocate on-demand capacity to Participating Operator, based on policies and without human intervention. 
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
