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Abstract: This contribution proposes change to the last three requirements of section 4.8, Personality Management.  The first channge is to combine two requirements into one (actually the one is already included in the other) and the second change is to reword the last requirment of section 4.8 to remove any confusion that the current text has as to whether the MCPTT UE is part of the MCPTT service.

Background

In section 4.8, the last three requirements are currently

“The MCPTT service shall provide a means by which an MCPTT Administrator is able to designate that new or updated personality characteristics are to be installed by the MCPTT UE for immediate use by the MCPTT User.

The MCPTT service shall provide a means by which an MCPTT Administrator is able to designate a particular time and date when new or updated personality characteristics are to be installed by the MCPTT UE for use by the MCPTT User.

The Personality Provisioning characteristics shall be construed to be sensitive user information and shall be provided end-to-end confidentiality when transferred between the MCPTT service and MCPTT UE.
"

As I read the first and second requirements, it seems that the first is covered by the second when the particular time and date are set to “now”.  Alrternatively the second one might be considered an implementation decision that both time and date are information needed to be conveyed as opposed to provide an offset time interaval (e.g., 2 days from now).  To avoid possible implementation issues, unless these are truly the requirements, I propose the following.
First suggested changes:
“
The MCPTT service shall provide a means by which an MCPTT Administrator is able to designate when (e.g., particular time and date, or offset time interval) new or updated personality characteristics are to be installed by the MCPTT UE for immediate use by the MCPTT User.”

Second change:
The Personality Provisioning characteristics shall be construed to be sensitive user information and shall be provided end-to-end confidentiality when transferred by the MCPTT service.
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
