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Summary
During SA1#67 it was suggested to add chapters 5.12 and 6.13 with requirements for both one user to be logged into multiple devices as well as to have multiple users share one device simultaneously. 

The requirement to allow multiple users to share a single device was however not agreed to be included. 

This contribution aligns the headers with the existing text in the chapters since the headers 5.12 and 6.13 still reads “Support for shared and multiple devices”.
Note that it is possible for multiple users to share MCPTT devices from a pool of UEs, but a shared device can only serve one MCPTT User at a time, as described in chapter 4.5.3.

The MCPTT service shall allow an MCPTT User to log in to multiple MCPTT UEs concurrently.

The MCPTT service shall ensure that the MCPTT User logs into each MCPTT UE separately.

Support for multiple devices

The MCPTT service shall provide a notification to the MCPTT User if the MCPTT User is already logged on to another MCPTT UE.

The MCPTT service shall provide the mechanisms to allow an MCPTT User to override or log off remotely from other MCPTT UEs.
