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Abstract: Not all mission critical group calls have the same criticality or characteristics (priority, QoS). Some group calls may require that resources (e.g. bearers) be permanently allocated to them. Other groups can meet user expectations of good behavior while allowing resources to be freed at the end of a call and reallocated as needed, at the beginning of a new call. Some calls may require GBR bearers while others can do with only non-GBR bearers.

Consequently, the system has to enable differentiated performance for different calls, consistent with their priority and QoS levels.

There are some numeric requirements (KPI values specified) for on network behavior in clause 6. The proposed text is in section 5 and applies to both on and off network behaviors.

MCPTT Priority Requirements

Editor's Note: Common On-Network and Off-Network MCPTT Priority requirements are FFS. 
Not all activities of mission critical organizations have the same performance needs. In fact, there can be degrees of criticality among different groups, users, and calls. In general, there is a direct correlation between the priority and QoS of a group call and its performance requirements. Some groups have stringent performance requirements that can be met only if the system maintains permanently allocated resources all the time, while in other cases, some restrictions can be relaxed without impacting good functionality and some or all of the held resources can be freed at the end of a call.
The MCPTT Service shall enable different degrees of performance and/or sets of values for the KPIs associated with different MCPTT Calls, consistent with the priority and QoS associated with the MCPTT Call.
