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Abstract: Add Dynamic Group Management requirements - Off-Network and General.
Dynamic Group Management requirements are FFS in the General and Off-Network clauses of the draft TS.
Text changes are proposed to the effect that:

1. Management operations on Dynamic Groups can only be performed by users who are operating on-network.

2. An MCPTT User’s membership of temporary groups formed by Dynamic Group Management operations is recorded in the MCPTT User’s Profile so that such group membership information is available when the UE subsequently operates off-network.  By implication removal of such a temporary group will be reflected in the UE when the MCPTT User’s profile is next updated in the UE following removal of the group.
In addition it is proposed that “i.e.” phrases are removed from the clause headings of the TS, now that the clauses have content so that the meaning is self-evident.
Proposed text changes:
