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Abstract: This contribution addresses the ambiguities created by the change in clause heading.
With the changing of the title of this subclause the meanings of some of the requirements are now ambiguous.  This contribution proposes changes to remove this ambiguity.

The first three requirements are not applicable for this subclause, but it is left for another contribution (S1-144037) to delete them from here and move them to a more appropriate place.

The fifth requirement contains the variable, N4.  

- Originally N4 applied to the number of calls without distinction to being a group call or private call.
- If the intent is to keep this meaning, then this requirement needs to be moved elsewhere.

- If the intent is to have a number specifically for MCPTT Group Calls as this subclause title seems to indicate, then the requirement need to be rewritten to make this clear.

- If the intent is to have both, then both of the above actions need to be carried out.

The seventh requirement contains the variable, N10. 
- This requirement deals with Private Calls and with the new subclause heading this requirement does not seem to fit here and should be moved elsewhere.
The eighth requirement contains the variable, N6.  Does N6 apply to only number of group calls?

- Originally N6 applied to the number of calls without distinction to being a group call or private call.
- If the intent is to keep this meaning, then this requirement needs to be moved elsewhere.

- If the intent is to have a number specifically for MCPTT Group Calls as this subclause title seems to indicate, then the requirement need to be rewritten to make this clear.

- If the intent is to have both, then both of the above actions need to be carried out.

A decision needs to be made as to whether we have limits on the number of calls (without distinction) or we have numbers for each type of calls (Group Call and Private Call) or both.

For example, number of calls = 10, that at any instant this could be 10 MCPTT Group Calls and zero Private calls, zero MCPTT Group Calls and 10 Private Calls, or any combination in between.

Or should this have in addition a restricted condition like 8 for MCPTT Group Calls and 2 for Private Calls?

Receiving from Multiple MCPTT Groups

The MCPTT Service shall require that MCPTT Users affiliate with MCPTT Groups prior to participation in the communications of those groups.

A MCPTT User shall be able to affiliate with a multiplicity of MCPTT Groups, subject to restrictions configured by the MCPTT Administrator.

The MCPTT User shall be affiliated to the MCPTT Groups that the UE monitors.

The MCPTT service shall allow a UE to be receiving or transmitting in one MCPTT Group while simultaneously receiving additional MCPTT Groups.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to configure the number (N4) of MCPTT Group calls to be simultaneously received by a UE, authorized by an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N5) of MCPTT Group transmissions that a UE can simultaneously receive.
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N10) of MCPTT Private Calls in which a UE simultaneously participates.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to configure the number (N6) of MCPTT Group calls to be simultaneously received by an MCPTT User, authorized by an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user. 
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N7) of MCPTT Group transmissions that an MCPTT User can simultaneously receive.
The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to prioritize the order in which multiple MCPTT Groups are presented by the UE.
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
