General Aspects

The MCPTT service shall allow an MCPTT User utilizing one or more MCPTT UE(s), concurrently, to sign-in and receive service on each of the MCPTT UE(s).

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an MCPTT UE can make a 1-to-many MCPTT transmission to any MCPTT Group(s) for which the current  MCPTT User is authorized.

NOTE:
For Off-Network use, only group members with MCPTT UEs within communication range will receive the transmission.

At any moment in time in a call, only one participant type shall be used per participant.
