1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA5 for their two liaisons in S1-144414 and S1-144417. SA1 have discussed the case outlined by SA5 whereby a UE generates reporting information for either charging or LI purposes, and the UICC is removed prior to the sending of this reporting information. In this case, the reporting information is sent once the UICC is reinserted and the UE is in network coverage.

SA5 also asked SA1 in S1-144414 “… to clarify the service requirements for the "UICC swap" scenario.”
SA1 has no specific service requirements currently for the UICC swap use case. SA1 agrees with the conclusion of SA5 that the removal or replacement of the UICC while out of coverage should not result in loss of the usage information stored in the UE
SA5 asked SA1 in S1-144417 “…to provide feedback to SA5 on any issues on the delayed reporting of usage information in a Public Safety context” 

SA1 believes that this delay, whilst undesirable, is tolerable and unavoidable due to the Release-12 requirement for network coverage to perform reporting.
