Conclusion and recommendations
A number of use cases have been identified where traffic from UE-based applications to the affected application(s) on the third party server(s) or the third party server itself should be controlled while not affecting other traffic. The main objective identified is to avoid unproductive traffic and other associated impact in 3GPP network which can be caused by the third party issues such as congestion and failure of third party servers. A potential to collaborate with third party in helping third party to handle the issue such as malicious attack to third party servers is also identified as the secondary objective. The analysis has resulted in a set of unique requirements as captured in the previous section. Mechanisms to address these requirements need to be specified, taking into account mechanisms already available that may address some aspects of this problem space.

It is therefore recommended that some of the potential requirements identified in the present document be considered for the development of normative requirements.
