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Abstract: This contribution proposes a spreadsheet tool to identify common service requirements for MCPTT, MCVideo and MCData.   
The spreadsheet tool consistes of 3 spreadsheets.

The first spreadsheet provides the complete set of MCPTT requirements from TS 22.179 V13.2.0 (2015-06). The second spreadsheet provides the current  set of MCVideo requirements taken from TR 22.879 V 1.0.0 (2015-09) and the third spreadsheet provides the current set of MCData requirements taken from TR 22.880 V 1.0.0 (2015-09). 
Each spreadsheet is comprised of four columns. Column 1 shows the service index and column 2 provides the service requirements. Column 3 and column 4 are titled with the names of the other two MC services. A yes, no or TBD indication is provided in each row of the MC service columns 3 and 4 against each requirement in column 2 to indicate common applicability for the column 2 MC service requirement.   
For spreadsheet one the MCPTT index in column one is the requirement number taken from the MCPTT TS 22.179 (V13.2.0) and the other two services in columns 3 and 4 are MCVideo and MCData respectively. 

For spreadsheet two the MCVideo index starts with 1v and continues to 185v for the current use cases in MCVideo TR 22.879 V 1.0.0 (2015-09) and the other two services in columns 3 and 4 are MCPTT and MCData. There are also additional requirements from 14 MCVideo use cases not presented below the current requirements in MCVideo TR 22.879 which are labeled sequentially from 1av to 163 av. 
For spreadsheet three the MCData index starts with 1d and continues to 67d for the current use cases In MCData TR 22.880 V1.0.0 ( 2015-09) and the other two services in columns 3 and 4 are MCPTT and MCVideo respectively.
