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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 discussed evaluation assumptions for LTE-based V2X and made the working assumption “one 300-byte message followed by four 190-byte messages” on the message size at physical layer in case of periodic traffic for V2V services. This working assumption is motivated by the assumption that 300-byte size contains more security overhead than 190-byte size. RAN1 also agreed that the message generation periods of 100 ms  and 500 ms  are used to evaluate this periodic traffic case. RAN1 does not intend to make any implication on the details of the security design or packet size by this evaluation working assumption. RAN1 notes that small overhead is better from the physical layer performance perspective.
2. Actions:

RAN1 respectfully asks RAN2 to liaise with SA1, SA2, and SA3 as necessary, and to provide feedback on the above working assumption on the periodic physical layer message size, and to provide an alternative model if this RAN1 evaluation working assumption is inappropriate.
