User Location Reporting Support
User Location Information (ULI) is the important service in current mobile telecommunication services, e.g. emergency situation, charging, or commercial push service. 

Subject to regional regulatory requirements, the following requirements apply in order to enhance the user location reporting capabilities:

-
The 3GPP core network shall be able to obtain the cell level location of the subscriber’s UE from RAN at certain time points (e.g. provided in subscription).
-
The 3GPP core network shall be able to determine which subscribers with common subscription characteristics (e.g. the subscriber’s priority) are within the coverage area of a defined cell or cells.
-
Subject to agreement between the MNO, the subscriber and the service provider, the 3GPP core network shall enable a service provider and/or subscriber to define an area for the following requirement:
·  The UE shall be able to notify the 3GPP core network when this UE enters or leaves the area. 
Note 1:
The area defined by service provider and/ or subscriber could be a civic address or a geographic area as defined by OMA Presence API [53]. It is expected that the MNO translates the civic address or a geographic area to the area which includes one or several cells. Within this area, a UE can move freely without causing the core network to trigger a location change reporting.
Note 2:
Reporting movement during idle mode will impact battery life.

Subject to regional regulatory requirements, the 3GPP System shall support a secure mechanism for a UE to report its location information to the network. .
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
